Dosage and Administration

Tyrosine1000 (4g) = 1000mg of L-Tyrosine

Preparation Guidelines
To be determined by the clinician or
dietitian. Suggested methods include:

Mixing with water:

1. Measure out 50ml of water.

2. Add one sachet.

3. SHAKE vigorously for 30 seconds and
serve.

Mixing with a liquid protein
substitute:

1. Decant the liquid into a container.

2. Sprinkle in the powder.

3. Shake vigorously for 30 seconds and
serve.

Mixed with a powdered protein
substitute:

1. Mix the two powders together.

2. Make up protein substitute as directed
and serve.

Additional fluid may be required.
